1. Hoop cut away stabilizer.

6. Cover the back of the threads with another piece of
cardstock. Use double sided tape or a glue that won’t
soak through the paper. Add stickers & embellish-
ments.

2. Place double sided tape on the under side of the
cardstock. This will hold the paper in place for the
embroidery.

7. Your card is now complete!

(To create the folded card, place the card inside fac-
ing down, so the front of the card is in the hoop area.
Use double sided tape to hold the card in place. )
